Playing up to Adult Rugby

You are signing a parental consent form to state that you have a full understanding that your child is playing in adult rugby and give full permission for them to do so.

From a Safeguarding perspective; when the 17 year old player enters the adult game they are viewed by the RFU as an adult. This means that they will no longer be governed around the need for CRB checks for coaches, managers etc. This will also include the need to provide separate changing and showering arrangements for the child which will no longer be in place. The player must be deemed emotionally and physically able to enter the adult game of rugby and this decision is made by the parents/carers and the coaching staff in an appropriate manner.

However, the child will be nominated a chaperone who has an enhanced CRB check whom they may go to with any concerns or issues. 

Your child will not be permitted to play in any of the front row positions.
